2) Precaution before driving

After tilting the kickstand, find a stable position on
the footrest and then hold the handle grip comfortably.

Attention to usingthe brake gently first,don't brake suddenly.
When you brake gentlythe ABS function started. This will be very effective in reducing
speed. After the speed dropped, the brakes are finally applied to stop the scooter.

*For safe braking,check whether the brake lever and drum brake connection
are damaged before and after drivinglwire damage,external breakage,etc).And
check brake wear and looseness of brake inner core(inner wire] . In the case of
hydraulic brakes, it is also necessary to check the oil leakage or deficiency and
always check that the braking force is sufficient.

*Due to various factors such as road surface condition and speed,the brake
can't stop the scooter as expected.The electric ABS function is an auxiliary
function to further increase the braking force.The user should understand the
electric ABS and conside the braking time when riding.

It uses the principle that maximum static
friction force is larger than kinetic friction, so that braking distance (distance from breaking to
stopping) is shorter than that of normal brake. It has the advantage that the vehicle does not slip
well when wheel is rotating.andit is a brake assist system that can stop more safely without wheel
lock and slip.

A * Precautions when using the ABS function

H ABS has the advantage of being able to stop at the shortest braking distance that can be
obtained from the tires and road conditions. However, due to the principle of repeatedly

holding and releasing the brake several times in a second, a lot of vibration occurs in the
motor and the body. Repetitive vibration caused by this may cause frequent loosening of
the motor, rim, fixing part and body fixing bolt.

e If there is an unusual feeling or noise during operation, check for breakage wear and
deformation of the inner wire of the brake cable.

e Check that the bolts and nuts of the brake fixing parts are not loose.

3.Check tire pressure and uniaxial condition

e Check the front and rear tires for wear and punctures and check the proper air
pressure (45 to 50 psi) for the tire. When the shortage of air is shortened, the
possibility of puncture increases, So check aways.
lt is necessary to judge the replacement time by observing the appearance of the tire
such as tire damage, uneven wear.

4.Tightening check such as folding part and handle part
